even Painters themfelves are notalways
the beft Judges; many who excell in
the mechanical Part of their Profeffion,
have been amazingly defeftive in the
grand Principles of Deftgning; while
the Gentleman Critic, tho’ ignorantof
Fainting. as an Art, is a proper Judge
on the Principles of Science. In Mi-
chael Angek's Piece of the laft Judg-
ment, the moft folemn Scene is turn’d
into Farce, by his fantaftick Reprefen-
ration of Devils, and his ridiculous
Puniflimencs of the Damned. Thus
the Tranfadfion of Judith and Lioh-
ftrnes hasbeen defcrib’d in the Entrance
of aTent, in view ofawhole Army,
with a formidable Row of Brafs Can-
non in profpeft. Jofepb has run away
froin his Miftrefs in a full-bottom'd
Peruke; and Milton's Satan appear’d
like a Perfonage of a common Size,
but his Spear like a Ship's Maft. We
likewife frequently fee real and imagi-
mry Perfons join'd in the fame Adtion.

The Motto above tells us,
that aPoem lhould be a Speaking™ Pic-
‘tfe, and 'ds as clear, that a Piflure
lhould be a Living_Poemi thatis, a
Piflure ihould be fram’'d on all the
Laws of Beauty and Good Senfe, both
in the Choice and in the Exprefiion of
a Subjeft. Nothing is a greater Ob-
jeflion co the Genius of Painters, than
want of Invention; few ofthem have
Spirit enough even to touch upon a
new Story j hence the Bible and Ovid
have furnilli'd the greateft Variety of
Piflures. Fewer Hill have commenc’'d
Authors, i. e. have invented both the
Story and Execudon. Another mate-
rial Error in Painters is, their Negleft
of fettling a perfeft ldea of Beauty in
general, and fub-dividing it into all its
different Parts and Proportions j witnefs
the Multitude oiVenus'sand Madona'sin
the Schools of Italy. Point of Time
has as often been violated. Ld Shafts-
bury’s fine Critic is licde known among
the prefent Profeffors, and nothing like
ic publifti'ld before his Time. Hence
fou often fee two oppofite Sides of an
Aftion in the fame Piece, and aPifture,
which is butaMoment’s View, paint-
ed as progreflively as if it were the
Hiftory of a Man’s Life. Neither are
they generally more exaft in their Dra-
peries and Decorations.
