However, from the Confideration of 
fuch Animals as lie within the Compafs o f our 
Icdge, we might eafily form a Conclufionof therett, th ^  
the fame Variety of Wifdom and Goodnefs runs thrOTgh. 
the whole Creation, and puts every Creature m a Con­
dition to provide for its Safety and Subllllence in its pro-
