Huuics in a Line to Pofterity. THIS
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TH 1S makes me often think ona Story | have heard
of two Friends, which | fhall give my Reader at large,
under feigned Names. The Moral ofit may, | hope, be
ufeful, though there are fome Circumftanccs w'hichmake
it rather appear like a Novel, than a true Story.

EUDOXUS and Leontine began the World with fmall
Ellates. They were both of them Men ofgood Senfe and
great Virtue. They profecuted their Studies together in
their earlier Years, and entered into fuch a Friendfliip as
lafted to the end oftheir Lives. Eudoxus, at his firft fet-
ting out in the World, threw himfelfinto a Court, where
by his natural Endowments and his acquired Abilities he
made his way from one Poll to another, till at length he
hadraifedavery confiderableFortune. onthecon-
trary fought all Opportunities of improving his Mind by
Study,ConverfationandTravel.Hcwas notonlyacquainted
with all the Sciences, butw'iththe moll eminentProfeffors
¢ fthem throughout Europe. He knew perfedlly well the
Interells of its Princes, with the Cuftoms and Falhions of
their Courts, and could fcarce meet with the Name ofan
extraordinary Perfon in the Gazette whom he had not
either talked to or feen. In lhort, he had fo well mixt and
digelled his Knowledge of Men and Books, that he made
one ofthe moll accomplifhed Perfons of his Age. During
the whole Courfe of his Studies and Travels he kept up a
punftual Correfpondence with Eudoxus, who often made
jiimfelfacceptablelte the principal.Men.about Gourtby the
Intelligence'which he received from Leontine. When they
were both turned of Forty (dnAge in which, according to
\Ai.Csmley, there is nodallying 'luith L"£)they determined
purfuantto the Refolution they had taken in the beginning
oftheir Lives, to retire, and pafs the Remainder of their
Days in the Country. In order to this, they both of them
married much about the fame time. Lro«/;W,withhisown
and his Wife's Fortune, bought a Farm of three hundred a
Year, which lay within the Neighbourhood ofhis I riend
Eudoxus, who had purchafed an Eftate of as many thou-
fands. They were both of them Fathers about the fame
time, having a Son born to him, and Leontine a
Daughter ; but to the unfpeakable Grief of the latter, his
young Wife (in whom all his Happinefswaswrapt up)died
in a few Days after the Birth ofher Daughter. His Afflifl&l
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on would have been infupportable, had not he I”*n com-
forted by the daily Vifits and Converfations ofhis Friend.
As they were one Day talking together with their ufual
Intimacy, ljsontine, confidcring how incapable he was of
eivin<r his Daughter a proper Education in his own Houfe,
tnd Eudoxus reBeaing on. the ordinary Behaviour of a
Son who knows himfelf to be the Heir of a great
Eftate, they both agreed upon an Exchange of Children,
namely that the Boy fhould be bred up with Leontint
as his Son, and that the Girl Ihould live with Eudoxus as
his Daughter, till they were each of them arrived at
Years of Difcretion. The Wife of Eudoxus, knowing
that her Son could not be fo advantageoufly brought up
as under the Care of Leontine, and confidering at the
fame time that he would be perpetually under her own
Eye, was by degrees prevailed upon to fall in with the
Proieit. She therefore took Leonilla, for that was the
Name of the Girl, and educated her as her own Daugh-
ter. The two Friends on each fide had wrought them-
felves to fuch an habitual Tendernefs for the Children
who were under their Dircftion, that each of them had
the real Paffion of a Father, where the Title was but
imaginary. Florio, the Name of the young Heir that
lived with Looutifso, though he had all the Duty and Af-
feaion imaginable for his fuppofed Parent, was taught to
rejoice at the Sight of Eudoxus, who vifited his Friend
very frequently, and was diftated by his natural Affec-
tion, as well as by the Rules of Prudence, to make
himfelf efteemed and beloved by The Boy was
now old enough to know his fuppofed Father’s Circum-
ftances, and that therefore he was to make his way in
the World by his own Induftry.

His natural Abilities,
which were very good, affifted by the Direftions offo ex-
cellent a Counfellor, enabled him to make a quicker
Progrefs than ordinary through all the Parts of his Edu-
cation. Before he was twenty Years of Age, having fi-
niflied his Studies and Exercifes with great Applaufe, he
was removed from the Univerfity to the Inns of Court,
