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thofe who are pofleffed with it fet at Eafe. Other Faults
indeed arc not under the Wife’s Jurifdiftion, and Ihould,
if poffible, efcape her Obfervation ; but Jealoufy calls
upon her particularly for its Cure, and deferves all her
Art and Application in the Attempt «Befides, fhe has this
for her Encouragement, that her Endeavours will be al-
ways pleafing, and that Ihe will ftill find the Affedlion of
her Husband rifing towards her in Proportion as his
Doubts and Sufpicions vanifh ; for, as we have feen all
along, there is fo great a Mixture of Love in Jealoufy
as is well worth the feparating. But this Ihall be the Sub-
jeft of another Paper.

Nature of Jealoufy, and pointed out the Perfons

who are moft fubjeft to it, I mull here apply my
felfto my feir Correfpondents, who defire to live well
with a jealous Husband, and to eafe his Mind of its un-
jull Sufpicions.

TH E firll Rule I Ihall propofe to be obferved is, that
you never feem to dillike in another what the Jealous
Man is himfelfguilty of, or to admire any thing in which
he himfelfdoes not excel. A jealous Man is very quick
in his Applications, he knows how to find a double Edge
in an Inveffive, and to dr.aw a Satire on himfelfout of a
Panegyrick on another. He does not trouble himfelf to
confider the Perfon, but to direft the Charafter ; and is
fecretly pleafed or confounded as he finds more or lefs of
himfelfin it. The Commendation of any thing in ano-
ther, llirs up his Jealoufy, as it lhews you have a Value
for others, bolides himfelf; but the Commendation of
that which he himfelf wants, inflames him more, asit;
ftiews that in feme Refpeils you prefer others before him.

T H E Jealous Man is not indeed angry if you diHiko
another : but if you find thofe Faults which are to be
found in his own Charafter, you difcover not only your
Diflike of another, but of himfelf. In lhort, he is fo de-
firousof engroffing all your Love, that he is grieved at
the want ol any Charm, which he believes has Power
toraifeit; and if he finds by your Cenfures on others,
that he is not fo agreeable in your Opinion as he might
be, he naturally concludes you could love him better if
he had other Qualifications, and that by Conlequence
your Affeftion does not rife fo high as he thinks it ought,
i f therefore his Temper be grave or fullen, you muft not
be too much plealed with a Jell, or tranfported with any
thing that is gay and diverting. If his Beauty be none
of the bell, you mull be a profel&d Admirer of Prudence”
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er any other Quality he is Mailer of, or at Icill vain
enough to think he is.

IN the next place, you mull be fure to be free and
open in your Converfation with him, and to let in Light
upon your Aftions, to unravel all your Deligns, and dif-
cover every Secret however trifling or indifterent. A jea-
lous Husband has a particular Averfion to Winks and
Whifpers, and if he does not fee to the bottom of every
thing, will be fure to go beyond it in his Fears and Sufpi-
cions. He will always expeft to be your chief Confident,
~d where he finds himfelf kept out of a Secret will
believe there is more in it than there fliould be. And here
It is ofgreat Concern, that you preferve the Charadler
of your Sincerity uniform and of a Piece : for if he
once finds a falfe Glofs put upon any Angle Adion, he
quickly fufpeds all the reftj his working Imagination
immediately takes a falfe Hint, and runs off with it into
feveral remote Confequences, till he has proved very in-
genious in working out his own Mifcry.

I F both thefe Methods fiiil, the bell way will be to let
hjm fee you are much call down and afflided for the ill
Opinion he entertains of you, and the Difquietudes he
himfelf fuffers for your Sake. There are mai?y who take
a kind of barbarous Pleafure in the Jealoafy of thofe who

Rut thefe often carry the Humour fo for, till theiraffeded
Coldnefs and Indifference quite kills all the Fondnefs ofa
Lover, and are then fure to meet in their Turn with all
the Contempt and Scorn that is due to fo infolent a Be-
haviour On the contrary, it is very probable a melan-
choly, dejedcd Carriage, the ufual Effeds ofinjured In-
ilocence may foften the jealous Husband into Pity, make

the Wrong he does you, and work out
ofbs Mind all thole Fears and Sufpicions that make you
both unhappy At I~ft n will have this good Effed, that
he will keep his Jealoufy to himfelf, and repine in pri-
vate, either becaufe he is fenfible it is a Weaknefs, lid

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will therefore hide it from your Knowledge, or becaufe
he will be apt to fear fome ill EfFeft it may produce, ia
cooling your Love towards him, or diverting it to ano-

ANNATHERE is Hill another Secret that can never fail, if
you can once get it believ’d, and which is often praftis'd
by Women of greater Cunning than Virtue : This is to
change Sides for a while with the jealous Man, and to
turn his own Paflion uponhimfelfj to take fome Occa-
fion of growing j~ous of him, and to follow the Ex-
ample he himfelf hath fet you. This counterfeited Jea-
loufy will bring him a great deal of Pleafure, if he thinks
it rral; for he knows experimentally how much Love
goes along with this Paflion, and will befides feel fomer
thing like tlie SatisfaSion of a Revenge, in feeing you
undergo all his own Tortures. But this, indeed, is an
Artifice fo difficult, and at the fame time fo difmgenu-
ous, that it ought never to be put in practice, but by fuch
as have Skill enough to cover the Deceit, and Innocence
to render it excufable.
| ffiall conclude this Eflfay with the Story of HeroJand
Mariamne, as | have collefted it out of Jofephus jwhich
may fervc almoft asan Example to whatever can be faid
on this Subjeft.
MJRINMMNE had all the Charms that Beauty, Birth,
W it and Youth could give a Woman, and Herod all the
Love that fuch Charms are able to raife in a warm and.
amorous Difpofition. In the midft of this his Fondnefs
for Mariamne, he put her Brother to Death, as he did
her Father not many Years after. The Barbarity of the
AiSlion was reprefented to Mark Antony,
Herod mtoJEgypt, to anfwer for the Crime
that was there laid to his Charge. Herod attributed the
Summons to Anion”i Delire ot Mariamne, whom thej”c-
fore, before his Departure, he gave into the Cullody ofhis
Uncle Jofeph, with private Orders to put her to Death,
if any fuch Violence was offered to himfelf. This Jofeph
was much delighted with Mariamne's Converfation, and
endeavoured with all his Art and Rhetorick, to fet out the
Excefs of Herod's Paflion for her ; but when he Hill found
her cold and incredulous, he inconfiderately told her, as
a certain Infcince ofher Lord’s Affeftion, the private ((j)r-
ers
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ders he had left behind him, which plainly Ihewcd, ac-
cording to Jo/eph's Interpretation, that he could nekher
live nor die without her. This barbarous Inllance ofa
wild unreafonab e Paffion, quite put out, for a Timo
thofe little Ren ains of Affedlion Ihe Hill had for her
Lord ; HerTTv ughts were fo wholly taken up with the
Cruelty of his Orders, that ihe could not confider the
Kindnefs that produced them, and therefore reprelented
him in her Imagination, rather under the frightful Idea
ofa Murderer than a Lover. <11 rodwas at length ac-
quitted and difmiffed by Mari Antony, when his Soul was
all in Flames for his Mariamne j but before their Meet-
ing, he was not a little alarm’d at the Report he had heard
of his Uncle’s Converfation and Familiarity wjth her in
his Abfence. This therefore was the firll Dilcour.<e he
entertained her with, in which lhe found it no eafy mat-
ter to quiet his Sufpicions. Butat laft he appeared fo well
fatisfied of her Innocence, that from Reproaches and
Wranglings he fell to Tears and Embraces. Both of them
wept very tenderly at their Reconciliation, and Herod
poured out his whole Soul to her in the warmeft Protella-
tions of Love and Conllancy ; when amidlt all his Sighs
and Languilhings ihe asked him, whether the private Or-
ders he left with his Uncle Jofeph were an Inllance of
fuchan inflamed Affedlion. The jealous King was im-
mediately roufed at fo unexpefted a Quelliorr, and con-
cluded his Uncle mull have been too familiar with her
before he would have difcovered fuch a Secret. In lhort*
he put his Uncle to Death, and very difficultly prevailed
Hpon himfelf to fpare Mariamne.

A FTE R this he was forced on a fecond Journey into
-~pypt, when he committed his Lady to the Care of Se-
hemus, with the fame private Orders he had before given
his Uncle, ifany Mifchief befel himfelf. In the mean
while Mariamne fo won upon Sohcnms by her Prefents
and obliging Converfation, that lhe drew all the Secret
from him, with wliich Herod)\2L& iiUrulledhim ; fo tj;at
after his Return, when he flew to lier with all the Tranf-
ports of Joy and Love, flie received him coldly with
Sighs and'l'ears, and all the Marks of Indifference and
Averfion. This Reception fo ftirred up his Indignation,
