suporseded by a Europoon nrrangement, and th3  ̂ for 
Bome years to come at Jeast, the formidabl) Essteni 
Quesfion will cease to trouble the repose of Europe.

The great danger of that question may perhspi be 
thiiB indicated. It concemed a eonntry richí-r. perhijH, 
in ita potentialities than that o f any othor E irop'in 
State—8 eonntry so bleased by nature, so geograpkicilly 
configurated, so capable of doing good or inflícliug htn 
upen any one of the Great Powers, as to conijircTiend f«  
each of them intereste o f such magnitude as neither of 
them could consont to overlook; but a country tb» 
govctnment of which was so corruptly admínistcreií m to 
eonstitute a perpetual focus of politieal intrigue aoí 
of provocation to repeated insurrections.

FOEEIGN AND COLONIAL NEWS.
FE.4KCE-

Ye.stcrday wcek the Senate passed the bilí authorising the 
direct taxes for 1879 by 135 to 134, but atruck out a clause 
proyiding that the direct taxes should not be levied untU the 
rest of the Budget had been voted. The Cham W  aubaéjuently, 
with the concunence of the Goyemment, resolyed to inslst on 
the clause rojected by the Senate. The Chamber also, by 225 
to 220 yoles, rejected the Fianco-ltallan TVeaty of Commerce, 
signfd in July last under the late Administration. A pro- 
poátion inriting the Goyemment to open fresh negotiations 
with Italy was passed. M. Waddington, in reply to a question 
put by M. Eénault, made his promised statement as to the 
policy which the French Goyemment bad pnrsued during the 
recent negotiations. France, hl. Waddington said, had 
inyariably acted in íavonr o l peaoe. W iüi regard to the 
Congreas, she had stipulated that the questions of E ^ p t, 
the Lebanon, and the holy placea should be excluded nom 
ita deliberations. In conclusión, the Minister said that the 
maintenance of peace was now almost a oertainty. An 
order of the day expressing confldence in the statement 
o f  the Minister waa adopten unanimously.—Iu the Senate 
on  Saturday the Goyemment obtained a yictory oyer the 
party of the Duc de Brc^lie and M. Buffet, who tried 
to put the Cabinet ín a mincrity by oontesting its right of 
fixing the date o í the Senatorial eléotioiis. M. Dufanre 
reíuscd to giye any pledge on the subjeot flye or aixmonths 
beforehand, and the eider of the day puré and simple, 
althcugh opposed by moat of the ürleaniata, wae oarried by 
140 to 133. A  wann debate afterwards took place on the bül 
passed by the Chamber oí Deputiea for granting £20,000 for 
fétesduringtheExhíbition. A Royalistsenator, M.deLorgeril, 
proteated against this ezpenditure, and a scene of great dis- 
order foUowed. When the yete waa taken, howeyer, there 
were only four dissentient yoicea. The Chamber of Deputáes 
aleo sat, and disposed of a good deal of business.—Both 
Chambers adioomed last Tuesday, on the understanding that, 
unless apecially conyened by their Ibresldento, Üiey would not 
rtassemble till Oct. 28. There waa no Presidential decreo of 
ptorogation. The Senate waiyedita amendmentto the MilLtary 
Pentions Bül, and also (by 158 to 113)agreed to thereinsertion 
iu the Direct Taxes Bill of the clause prescribing that those 
íajesshotüd not be collected until the rest of neit yeat’ s

Budget had been yoted. Both theee measnres were, there- 
foro, passed inthe fonn in which they were adoptedbythe 
Chamlxt of Deputies.

Marfhal MacMahen gaye a banquet at the Elysée on 
Monday eyening in honour of the Archduke Regnler of Austria.

The Sbah of Persia arriyed at París earlyon Monday mom- 
ÍDg. In the courae of the day he risited the Eihibition; but, 
as he iítrayelling incógnito and in European drees, his presenca 
wna qnite unnotíced- Maralial MacMahon paid his Majesty a 
yisit ot the Grand Hotel, which the Shah rctumed on Tueaday.

The Prince of Waics, who arrived at París on Raturday 
momiup, met the mcinbers of the British jury the same day 
at tho Exhibition in his payUion, and there read au address 
detaibT'g tbe stepa which had been taken for the rapresentatioii 
of the British sections on the intemationál jury, and the 
arrangimcnta which had been made for the class juriea. The 
Prince afterwards yisited tbe exhibition of live stock on the 
Esplanade des luyalidea.

The ei-K ing of Haaoyer, who had reaided pprmaneotly in 
París for tlie past few yeaia and was very popular among aU 
clüí-ses, difd on Wednesday moming. He fiad just completad 
his flíty-ninth year.

The Duke of Cambridge arriyed in París on Wedneaday 
moming, and called on the Marshal in the aftemoon.

Three spkndld fétea were giren in Paris on Tuesday 
night—a ballet concert at the Ministryot Public Instruction; a 
ball o f great magniñcence at the Miniatry of the Interior; and 
the ball in aid of the British Charitable Fund, which took place 
in the rooms of the Continental Hotel. The Prince of Wales, 
Lord Lyons, and most of the EnglM residents in and vlsitors 
to Paris were present, and the ícte waa a great success.

It contoins 
fourteen íuü-page Ulustrations, reproduced from the origináis 
by the aid o f  a prooess invented by Mr. Alfred Dawsou, and 
now for tbe firrt time put to a practical test with satisfactory 
reiults; and the volume La prefaced by a critical introduction 
by Mr. J. Comyus Carr.

Inthe galleries of Mr. Streeler, the well-fcnown jeweiler, 
of 18, New Bond-strect, may now be seen an exceedíngly 
curious coUection ol worfcs o í art imported direct from Japan. 
Oí these beautlful artlclea some are ol domestic use, others 
are putely decotative, but all ore distinguished for graoe and 
ingenulty of dcsign and exqulslte delicacy of workmanahip. 
Auother matter ot interest Is an exact model of a native noble- 
man’s room, fumisbed in the peculiar atyle customary in the 
dwellíngs oí the Japanese aristocracy. There is also on view 
an assortment of beautlful English-made jewellery.

THE ISD IA N  N ATIVE TROOPS.
Thrce more Ulustrations are given this week of the díspatch of 
the Indian Native Megimeiits through the Suez Csa»l t> 
Malta, which has been so much discussed. One representa the 
screw-steamers Bengal aud OrifiammeleavingPortBaid, at the 
end of the Canal opening to the Mediteixanean Sea, for the 
voyage of 900 miles to Malta, on the22nd u lt.; the o.rew- 
steamer Bangalore, of the Peninsular and Oriental Compiuy’s 
fleet, left Port Said on tlie same day, taking in tow the St. 
Mñdred and the Uauuibal sailing-vesseU, which had b.-ea 
brought through frouiSueabytUuCanaltugB. H .M .S.iliiutiur 
and H.JI.S. Defence lay at anchor in the harbour of Fort 
Said. llie  sketch is by Lieutenant W . A. Eastmain, oí che 
Boyal Marine Artiilery, on board the Minotaur. The arrival at 
Multa of the British Indian Steom Navigation Company's 
seiew-steumcr Goa, towing the trsusport Duke ol Atho!, Ia 
which the 25tli Madras Native Infantry were conveyed, took 
place on tbe 24th ult.; these vessels had issued tlirough the 
Buer Canal on the 18th. Iu passing thelighthouse of St- Elmo, 
they were greeted with checra by the meu of the 61st Regi- 
ment, which had lately arrived in Englaud; and this salutation 
was repeeted, in passing Fort Manoel, by the cheers of the 
42nd Highlanders. Fort Manuel stands on an ialand, coa- 
nected by a small bridge with the shote. The Lazziretto, or 
quarantine-house, is on the same ialand, part of which, 
being the glacis o l tho íort, is shown to the rigiit of 
tbe view in our Engravlng; here it is that the 25th 
Madra.s Native Infantry have since beeu encamped. This 
view is from a sketch by Lieutenant Alian Gilmore, of tlie 
6Ibt Hegimeut. It shows the harbour and town of Valetta, 
with the entrance, guardad by Fort Teigné and Port St. Elmo, 
Bt. PaulB Church (Englisb), and Bt. John’a (Román Catholíc) 
Cathedral, and the signal station on the Govemor’s Palace, 
near the spire of St. i ’aul’s Church. Our lUustration of the 
flrst general xeview of the Indian native troops at Malta, held 
on Baturday, tlie Ist inst., on the FToriana Parade, is from a 
photograph supplied by the Valetta ageut of Messrs. II. S. 
King and Co. The cavalry, shown to the left hand, are the 
Ist Bombay Lancers, conimanded by Colonel Blalr, V.C.; 
the masses of infknt^ are the 13th Bengal Native lufautry, 
under Colonel King, the 25th Madras Native Infantry, 
under (.'oloncl Gib, and the 31st Bengal Native Infantry, 
to which wc re ndded the Malta Fencibles, on this parade, all 
in the vanwurd array; wliUst in the rear oí these stand the 
Madras and Bombay Sappers, the 9th Bombay Native Infantry 
(Colonel Thompson), and the 26th Bombay Native Infantry, 
uuderColonelMilcs. The General commanding the whole cou- 
tíngcLtis Major-Genera]Ross, C.B. In  the backgroundisseea 
the Quarantine Harbour, with some of the trausprrts moored 
there; the St. Osytli, scrcw-steamcr, haviug the 2nd Ghoorkas 
cu board, lies outside the islet on which is F'ort Manoel and the 
I^azzaretto. To the left hand, far in the background, ia the 
encampment of the23th Madras Native Infantry. Thesuburbs 
oí Blieina aud St. Juliano are seen in the dlstauce.

Sil Michael Hicks-Beach, M.P., waaentertaiued ata banquet 
at Cheltenham on AVedneaday, in celebration of his appamt- 
ment as Secretary of State for the Colonies. The chair was 
takcn by the Duke of Beaufort.

A diimtt was given on Wednesday eveniug by tho Mayor 
of Oxford iu iioiiour of tire visít of the Bath and AVest of Eng- 
land Society to that city. The Chancelior of the Exthequer, 
bit AV. Harcourt, M.I’ ., and Mr. Hall, M.P., were guests.

Lord Derby presided on Wednesday at a meeting in Liver­
pool to organise a f und for the relief ot the widows and orphans 
left destitute by the Haydoek explosión, The secretary ot the 
meeting announced promised subscriptions to the amount ot 
about iSül'U, including £30(X) íiom the owners of the plt.

The Work of placing Cleopatra's Needle upon the Thames 
Embaiiknicnt is rapidly advancing to a cióse. The now granite 
pediment is almost complete, and the prooess of raúing the 
obelisk from the vessel by means of hydraullc presses lias been 
begun.

The anLivusaiy festival of the Merchaut Seamen’s Orphan 
Asyluniwas held on AA’ ednesday night at the Cunnon-stroet 
Ttmiinus Hotel. About 120 iadies aud geutlemcn were 
present. Mr. Ilenry Bayley, o f the Peninsular and ürlentM 
Bteani-Sliippiug Cempany presided. Subscriptions amounting 
to £481 were announced.

Oc AVednesduy the second summer eiliibition of the Boyal 
Botuiiical Socieiy took place in the gardens at Eegent’ s l ’ark, 
under fhe palronage oí the Duke of Teck. The exhibition 
comprised Howers ot all klnds, but orchlds íormed the leading 
feuture. In  this class of flowers there were some rematkably 
fine ípecimens, the first prize for omateura being awardel to 
Lord Londesborough.

The weekly retum of metropolitau pauperisni shows that 
fhe total uuniber of panpers at the end o í the first week in 
June was 78,873, of whom 38,813 were in wotkhouses and 
40,060 received outdoor relief. Compared with the cor- 
icíponding weeka in 1877, 1876, and 1875, these figures show 
a decrease of 1555, 220, and 6976 respectively. The number 
of vagrants relieved on the last day of the week was 8-35, oí 
whom 600 were men, 178 women, and_57 childreu undersliteen.

The Yorkshirc Vnion of Mechauics' Institutes held its 
íorty-flrst anniversaty at Bamsley on AVednesday. The 
moming coníerence was presided over by the chatrman of the 
councü, in the atsence oí Lord P. Cavendish. There was a 
large attendaace of delegatcs. The repott showed that, while 
seven years ago there were flfty-seven institutes connected 
with the unión, to-day there are 230, with 43,0tX) raembers. 
Mr. Balnes, o í Leeda, was re-elected presideut. The aunual 
meeting íollowing the moming coníerence took place in the 
cvening. Mr. Barron, M.P., presided in the absence of Lord 
Gordon, caused by sudden ilhiess. He stronglysupported the 
claims of mechanics’ institutes, which had a large educating 
and moral Influence. The prizea eamed by studenta during 
the year were distributed.

TLere weie 2441 births aud 1481 deaths registered in 
Loudon last week. AUowing for inerease of population, the 
birtha exceeded by 158, and the de-attia by 97, the average 
numbers in the corresponding week of the last ten years. 
The deaths from {maDpox, which had steadily declinad from 
80 to 40 in the seven preceding weeks, were 42 last week, of 
which 18 were certified as unvaednated and 10 as Taocinatéd; 
in tbe lemaining 14 cases the certifying medical praetitioners 
omitted to give any inioimatíon as to vaceination. The 
deaths refem d to diseasee of the respiiatoryorgauis, which had 
been 199, 204, and 206 in the three preceing weeks, furtlier 
incieased to 270, exceeding the average by u : of these 169 
resulted from bionchitís, and 72 from pneumonía. There were 
18 deaths from measlee, 27 from scarlet lever, 16 from 
diphtheria, 135 from whooping-congh, 22 from different íorm» 
of fever, and 25 from dlnrrhcea. In  the Greater Loudon 2954 
births and 1712 deaths were registered. The duratlon of 
registered sunshine in the week was oiáy 25'3 hours, although 
the sun was above the hotizon during H4'5 hours,
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PAELIAMENT.
Both HousesadjoBinedfor the Whitsantidevacation yesterday 
week (Ihe Chancellor of the Eichequer haTÍng had the aatía- 
facfion lo  aecuie sereral votes íor the Civil Service Esümatís 
Iseforc Ih í faithful Commons separated); and on Thnrsday a 
temarhably íew hoa. tnembera graced the benches of the 
liOWír Chámber when the House reassembled. Seeing that 
two of the most eminent membere of the Houae of Loros are 
abeent on mafters of the highest impoit, it will not be aur- 
priíing if  the attendance in the Upper Chambet on llonday 
neit íbould be small. But the same cause can hardly be 
suppoícd to have fcept the great majoiity of members 
from tlieii seats in the Lower Honse on Thuxsdaj. The 
diminution of nuiubers was, neverchelese, most notioe- 
able; and the wbite hat of this hon. member and the 
white waistcoat of that Minister did not indícate mnch 
readincss for bnaíness on the part of those who were preseut. 
Even the queslions were few. Colonel Stanley, in a very 
few eentences, aesured Colonel Arbuthnot that the pensiona 
and good-conduct pay of the Reserves would be looked 
aíter; iníotmed Slr. Hayter that a number of captain? had 
becn sent ont to the Cape atthercquestoí Licatcnant-Gfenetal 
Thesiger; and made fcnown to Bir (íeorge Campbell that he 
did not consider it desiiable to make any change in the number 
of infanfry battalicns for Service in India. %íhether irritaCed 
or not at the somewhat perky elooution of Mr. E. Stanhope in 
statiiig that the Indian t roops employed in the Verak Erpedition 
wonld be pald out of the IndiimJ eichequer, Bir U. Campbell 
made a show of eeverity in announeing that he would on an 
early date cali attentiou to the injustice dona to tlio Indian 
taipayer in the matter. Mr. Rylwids was the flrst to stop the 
way on the Speaker putting the (mestiim that he ahould leave 
fhechair. The hon. member foiBum ley rose, and, witli notos 
in onc hsnd and eye-glasses in the other, did not abate one 
jot of bis jerky action as he solemnly lectured the Ministerial 
Bidé of the Honse on the uselessnese of Treaties. The House 
was in no mood for laughfer, or there might have been some 
merrimtnt at the implication thrown out by Mr- Eylands thafc 
the negotiations now going on in Berlín might be absolutely 
fruitless. Very grave and eamest, however, was the 
hon. member. Now and then, indeed, bis voice sanfc 
so low and bis tone was so solemn that it almost seemed the 
words “  My dear brethren ”  would escape his lips. He would 
recover hlmself in the iiick of time, however, to have a aide dig 
at the Government for their double*dealing on the Eastera 
Question. i'lnally, Mr. Eylands moved, as a practical comuieut 
on hls animadversions against tho Treaty of Vicnni and the 
Treaties of 1858 and 1871—

That. in the opinión of this House, sil future treaties beCween this 
eountir and furcign Fowers nnder wbich this eountrr is sops-
rotelj OT in cvnjuurtion trith ony other Fuver to interfere by forcé o f armo, 
OI by anned demonstratioD, or by the contributioB o f any mUitary c  >a~ 
tínpent or pocuniaiy snbaídy, to  attaok o í defend any d  iv^ram -nt 
or nation vritb rcfeiencclo its mtcmal arrangOTnanta or fom gn  rclations, or 
On any otiirr oontú^CEicy whatsocvct, ougbt to bo laid upoa Cas U o.o of 
both Rousce uf 1'aríiBnimt bcfoie being ratided^ in order that an op¡>or- 
tunity may bs aífordad to both Hoasoa o f cxprceting their opiaíoa upen the 
protisiona o f such tnatács.
Mr. E. Jenkins posed in his íavourite attitude of a philosophic 
statesman in seconding the resolution; and Mr.Gladstonedrew 
a somewhat fuller honse when he rose, and, in a comparatively 
short speech, spoke wilh studioiis moderation and calmness on 
tile question—dwelling, in conclusión, with soma enipluisis, 
on the necessify of oor l’lenipotentiaries exercising the ufcmoit 
vigilnnee against Enghrad being rashly involved in dangerous
giiaraiitees in any future treaty that may be negotiated.

haracteristically conciliatory yet diseriminating was Bir 
Stafford Northeote In acknowledging the great importanco 
of the subject, and in pohiting out the objection that tlie 
proposition might be thought by other Powers as bearing too 
mucli on pending negotiations. Ñor could the Chancellor of 
the íichequer see howthe scheme could be worked practloally 
by the Government, althougli he allowed that in the United 
States treaties had to receive the sanction of the Seuate beforo 
they were definitively ratifled. In  this country the questions 
which might be involved in any treaty were so amply áiscu-síd 
that the Goveimnent were in períect posseesion of the a g ré ­
gate Opinión of Parliameut when they gave instruottons to 
their re¡ircreatatÍTes at any Coníerence. When Bir Staf­
ford Northeote quickly twitted Mr. Uylands with uaing 
argumtnts for the abolillon of all treaties, it was to bo 
cbsened that Mr. Jenkins and Mr. Courtney chuckled hugely, 
as if by nomt anadLspleased at a palpable hit against their hon. 
frieud. As alsstword, the Chancellor of the Eieheqaet said so 
welghfy a quesfioil oi^ht to be bronght forward formally, and 
not 08 au amindment against going into Supply. At the aug- 
gestion of tho right hon. gentleman, Mr. Rylands, satislicd 
with the britf discussion of his motion, did not go to a diviaion. 
There were various other motions to be disiiosed of ere Colonel 
Stanley coul^ rcach the haven of Supply for the Atmy 
Estimates.

We prosent an lUustration of thia nnfortunate Germán iron- 
clad war-ship, the lose of which, accompanied by that of more 
than 280 men, by eoUlsion with the Admiral’ s flagship Künlg 
Wilhclm,in sightof Folkestone.was follydeeerib^inonrlast. 
The Gtosser Knrfürst, as wo stated, was a turret-ship 
caiTjingfout 10-ínch Krápp rifled guns in her two tuirets, and 
two tmallet guns on her deck ; she was not nearly 
80 large as the KonigWllhelm,the extreme displacement Iwing 
6663 lons. Her turret-plafes were ten inches thick, and the 
annonr oí her sides from sevento nine inehee. She was con- 
stiuctedat the Prussian Government Hockyard of Wilhelms- 
hafen, and was launched abont three years ago. A diver has 
this week made an ciamination, and íonnd that the vesselis in 
two cUstinct halv««,one halflying fceelnppermost and the other 
half having a mast stauding. The diver tMnks the ship teoeived 
atwist when her boilerseiploded. He saya that the slde of the 
ahip is tom awayforabouttwentyfeet.butthatthe depthoí the 
breach is not more than three or four fectat its irideatparf.

The annual dinner of the Merebant Taylors’ Company 
tcck place on Tnesday. The Duke of Teck was present.

The Corporation of Maidstone has opened its library and 
muscum on Sunday aftemoons.

The importation of hams moteases. Numbets come from 
Cañada. In  the last five months the valué was £857,534, 
against £553,967 in the corteeponding period of last yeai.

A  telegram from Constantinople statee that 25,000 men of 
the Knsaian army in íheneighbouThood of the city are down 
with tjphoid, typhus, and other diseases.

An art-exhibition has been opened at Márgate by Mr. 
Lewis, M-P. for Londondeny. It contains 498 lAiects, from 
800 exbibitoiB.

The Bishop of Chichester eonsecrated on Saturday the 
parish chnrch of St. Leonard’s, Aldrington. The anoient 
edifice, which, as far back as the local records ruu, had been a 
heap of ruins, was o£ the thirtec-nti centniy, a period to which 
many Suasci churches owe their birth, and not a few their 
decoration.

NATIONAL SPORTS.
As is often the case, the weather on the “ o ff”  dayat Epsom 
was a vast improvement upon that whieh we had to endure on 
the Derby Day, and a programme to which the handsome 
amount of £1500 was ¿dded produced some capital sport. 
Lord Clive (9 st. 4 Ib.), in spite of his heavy weight, won a six- 
furlong Welter Handicap in rare style; and üie Eosebety 
Stakes, a new race with £500 added, was inaugurated most 
Buccessfully. The field oí eleven comprised several of our best 
handicap bornes, and Kaleidosoope (8 st. 4 Ib.) proved himself 
nearly the equal of Hesper (8 st. 12 Ib.), whom he defeated by 
more than a length. The latter is ptobably feeling the efleets 
oí the immense amount oí work that he has done this year; 
stül, Kaleidoscope has clearly retumed to hls voiy best fotm, 
and the poor show made by Bonnie Scotland in the Derby is 
more unMcotmtable tlian ever, as the two had been galloped 
together in snob a way that Lord Rosebery's recent purchase 
appcared pretty sure of the highest honours of the turf.

The Oaks day was also favoured with very fine weather, and 
the attendance was even larget than usual. Thecard contaiuod 
no race of interest until the Oaks was reached, and theii all 
attention was centered on Pügrimage and Jannette, as the 
result WM naturally regarded as a mere match between the 
pair. Pügrimage weiit very tenderly on her near fore-leg, 
and wore heavy bandages; but Jannette. though perhaps a 
trifle light, made a great many fresh friends, and started nearly 
as good a íavourite as Lord Lonsdale’s flUy. Clémenüne 
looked ciceedingly well; but none of the remaining five 
attracted any attention. At the flrst attempt they were sent 
away to a fimt-rate start, the lot runnlng in a line for about a 
huiidred yarda, when the Pulsatilla fllly, on the inside, went 
to the írout, foUowed by Bab-at-the-Bowster filly, Eau de Vie 
g3ing on thiid just in front of Jannette, Clémentine, and 
Preciosa, with the favourite at their heels, and Fair Lyonese 
last. Aíter passing Sherwood’s the Pulsatilla fllly increased 
her lead to two leugths, and was íollowed by Bab-at-the- 
Bowatcr filly, Jannette, and Eau de Vie, a gap separating 
these as they passed the milc post from Pilgrimage, 
Clémentine, and Preciosa, Fair Lyonese still hringiug up 
the real. Ihilsatilla fllly still further increased her ad- 
vautage, and going througli the furzes waa four lengths 
clear of Eau de Vie, at whose neck sueceeded Jannette, and so 
to the top o£ the hill, wheie they changed places, and at the 
same time Mgrimuge and Clémentine improved their positions. 
Preciosa and Bab-at-the-Bowster fllly had now dropped back 
behind Fair Lyonnese, and, being taiied oíE as they carne into 
the straight, Pulsatilla filly was still in possession of tlio lead, 
and was íollowed into the line for home by Jannette and 
Clímentiiie until Crossing the road, wlicu Pügrimage drew up 
on tile out.>.ide and took third place. Bdow the dUtauce 
JaiiiiUtetockup !lie ruiinirg, followed by l’ ilgriiuige; but, 
notwílhslan jiag ¡i gallanl eílort on the part o í the Iavourite, 
Jannette luhl 1 <T oiviito the end, and won all out bv a length. 
Cléttcutiuc wii.- a biid third, and theu carne Eau do Vietourth, 
Pulsatilla filiy Ulth, Preciosa siith, Fair Lyouese neit, aud 
Bab-at-the-bowBter filly last. As sooii as she bscamo cool, 
rügriinago wasíoui.d to be vciylamo: aud wo feur that she 
wül iiever ruu aguiu. It was reported that she broke 
down nearly hulf a mile from homo ; but the resoluta 
style in which shu fliiished, gaiuiiig considerable grouud 
OTi Jannette' from the distaiice, convinces us that this 
is almost inipossible, and we fnney the mishap oocurred aíter 
she had poseed the post. Jannette is Lord Falmoith’s third 
Oaks winner, Quetu Beifha and Spiuaway having takon the 
“ ladies’ race”  for himiu 1863 aud 1875 respeeUvely. The 
Epsom Gold Cnp—auothor uow race, ovir the Derby eourse— 
waa rendered very iuteresting troui the antagonism of 
Hanipton, Lord Clive, and \'emcuü. lii tho luce of all 
Hanipton’ s great performances of last season, odds Wcre actúa'ly 
laid upon Lord Clive, who was iu receipt of 24 Ib. for the 
three years—it aiiythiiig, a little less than weight for age. 
Tmly, the infaluatiou of backera of horses is at times utterly 
unaecountable! The result was juat what ought to have been 
anticipated; Lord Clive wasin hopelesstroublebeforcreaching 
the drstance ; and Hampton left Vemeuü with soarcely an 
e-ffoxt, and won as he liked. \Vc feel sure that a mile is quite 
as far as Lord Clive cares to go. Hampton looked a perfect 
pieture, though a trifle lusty ; so he ought to be in grand 
condition for Ascot next week, where l’etrareh, Süvio, 
Chamant, aud the other cracks may fiiid it too great a task to 
beat the little hurdle-tacer in the Gold Cup.

Though there has been ladug at Streatham, Croydon, and 
Mune-hester during the early part of this week, we need only 
refer to the Manchester Cup, which was ruu on Wednesday, 
and to which £1000 was added. Red Comyn (5st. 101b.), 
another Russley “  certainty,”  who at one time looked like 
seeing 2 to 1, retired to comparatively long odds on a report 
that he waa coughing, and nevet took a prominent part in the 
race. Even his light weight could not enable Eoossais 
(7 st. 101b.) to stay a müe and 8 half; whüeZucchero(7 st. 51b.) 
and Strathroore (7 st. 5 Ib.) flnished respectlvely seoond 
and third. just as they did in the Metropolitan, neáther oí 
tbem having a chance wiüi Attalus (6 st. 4 Ib.), who ran very 
prominently fot upwarda of a mile in the Derby. The success 
of Mr. Hoiüdsworth in such a capital stake was naturally very 
popular.

The Eanelagh Club hold their flrst huntera’ show on Monday.
In the pretence of a large aaeemblage, the Gentlemeu Cadets 

at the Royal MUitary Aoademy, Woolwich, carried out with 
much spirit their annual games and exeteises on Wednesday.

The Australian cricketeis still pursuetheirvictorious carcer. 
An Eighteen of ERand had no chance with them last week, 
aU succ'imbing in the flrst innings for the wretched total o f 29. 
Boyle petformed the eitraordinary feat of takingsevenwlcketa 
(three of them deán bowled) in eight balls. His entire analysia 
was—18 overs, 11 wickets, 12 runa ; and Spofforfh took six 
wickets for only 16 runs. Their match against Eighteen of 
Batley waa drawn, owing to the rain; but, as they had scored 
170 in their flrst inniugs, o f which Horan had put together 50 
in fine style, and were getting their opponente out with their 
usual rapidity, It was easy to see that they must have won easüy.

Benn-Grav, M.A., LL.D,, edited by William Gow Grsgor 
(MmniillananaCo.), a hook frora which it seems as if  tlio 
¿T.Olei in Eugland can draw any sort and any amount of 
mffiuiatlon, to fay nothing of prodigiotis entertainment, ahout 
üii lountry and the felTow-countrymen of the “ Heathen 
Clii • c.”  Had Mr. Payn, hefore he wrote his laat noTel, which 
le hw called “  By Proxy ”  and has coloured Chincee, had the 

fortune to light upen theae Tolumes:- It is not im- 
profcable that he had; and, if he had, the fact will fuUy 
íttoimt íorhis appEffcntly intímate acquaíntance with miu^ 
peculiar institutlons, espedally the tortures, which prevalí 
tmnig the inliahitaats of the Celestial Empire.

Not often, one would be inclined to eay, does the EugUsh 
reader get a chance of handling a book of which the language 
is, with the exception of a few words, English, and of which 
the type-setting and hinding were “ entirely executed by 
Chinesc.”  That rere chance, howerer,is affotdedin the case oí 
The Folh-lore of China, by N. B. Dennys, Pli. D., F.R.G.S., &c. 
(Tiubner and Co.), a curious rolume consistiug of “ a señes of 
artlcles contribntcd to the 6'Ai>ia Recíetr,”  and republished 
“  wilh a few additions and corrections,”  The object of the 
book la to propágate “  a better knowledge of Chínese popular 
beliefs,”  at the same time that attention is dmwn to points 
of afEnity between the folk-lore of China and that of the 
Arran and Semitic taces. Appended to the contente of the 
rolume ia an índex, whcrcof the helpfulness in such a case is 
exceeding great, andworthy of gratrful admowledgment. The 
author commences with aome mtroductory remarks upon the 
attention which has been lately giren to the study o í folk- 
lote, upon tho voat and intereating fleld of i n q i ^  presented 
hy the populoua Chínese Empire, upon the siiuilarity notíce- 
able between Chínese and Western beliefs, and so on. He 
then proceeds to divide his subjoet under various heads. 
First, be deals with superstitions prevailing in reapect of birth, 
marriage, and death. Next, he discouraes about daya and 
seasona and about tho oircumstances which cause thom to be 
legarded aa lucky or unlucky. After thia, portents or omens, 
auguriea, lucky numbers, and dreams, all come hi for their 
share oí diseertation. Thence we are led on to the considera- 
tionof matters anpertaining to “ charms, apclls, amulets, and 
dirinations,”  to" “ ghosts, apparitions, aud supernatural 
beings; ”  to “  witeberaít and domonology,”  to “  elves, faiiies, 
and brownies; ”  to “  aerpeuts, dragona, fabulous animáis, and 
monstera;”  and the concluding ehapter is devotedto “ fables 
and proverbial lore.”  It is pertinuut to observe hete that the 
author, wLilecomparingtogether English and Chínese lore, will 
probably eidighten his readers not much less as regards the 
popular customs and sayings of the United Kingdom than as 
regardsthoseoftheFloweryLand. Norisitimpertínenttosuggeat 
that8€archersafterparallels,coincldences.anaIogiee,orwhateTer 
may he the proper teim, aro a llttle disposed to see more 
similority than other folks can for the lile of them desery. 
Ib e  similarity, in fact, is no moro than ia to be accounted for 
by our common liunianity. It would, o f coujso, be extrcmcly 
remarkable if tlic day of the year corresponding in the Chínese 
calendar with our St. Swlthin’s day were considerod by the 
“  Ctlcí-lials,”  88 it is by us “  íorcign devils,’’ the day which is 
to decide the question c í rain for the next “ forty days;”  but 
it ia not so very remarkable tliat the Chínese should expect 
rain, “  n'.oio or less,”  for “ forty daya ”  to come, if it should 
rain en l'eb, 3, and we should havo the like expectation if it 
should rain on July 15. Somebody, however, may say that 
the singular coineidence is in the “  forty days; ”  but we are 
not altogether nnaceustomed to “ forty”  as a mystic round 
number, and, so long as there is so much humanity in human 
nnture, it wiÚ not surpriaing to find that in two differeut 
cou lilrii.s  a ^ubBequent prevsücnce oí rain ia eipected, if it 
should rain on some particular day, whicii is not the same and 
not at the some season of tho year in those couutries. It may 
setm to some persona mote to the poiut to certify that the 
popular fcupcrstitlon is in both cases upset by the evidence of 
íacts tetfing upon observution and experience; and so much 
the author eertifies, adding useful tesúmony to curious infor­
mation. The Índex, which has already been grateíully acknow- 
Icdged, will c-nable the reader easily to collate the author’s 
notes witli the more elatiorate descriptíons to be found lu 
Aichdeacon Gray’s work upon China (Macniillan and Oo-), 
whenever tlie two books, which are widely diflVrcnt, however, 
in purpose and acope, touch upon the same subjeets.

THE LATE DR. R. CARRU IH ER8;
The íellow-citizens of this estimable veteran joumalist and 
aecomplishcd maTi of Icttors accorded him tho honours of a 
public funeral on Saturday, the Ist inst. The Provost and 
magistrates and Town Council of Inremess, preceded by tho 
town offleers with their halbcrds, led the prooession from the 
house at Ness Bank, in which Dr. Carruthera had lived, 
through the streets and orer the Suspensión Bridge and up 
to the cemetery, which is altuated on a beautiful wooded 
hill. This piocession waa Joined by the members of the In- 
vemess Literary Instituto, the printers of the Ineeriuii 
Couritr and of the Adrertiter, the editors, publishers, and 
other staff oí theso and other North British newspapers, 
and the Faculty of Solicltors in that town. The chieí 
moumers were Mr. Eobert and Mr. Walter Carrutheis, 
two o í the sons of the deceased gentleman, Mr. James Rose 
and Mr. Samuel Kead (of the Society of Water-Colour 
Faintera, London), who are two of his sons-in-law, and eleven 
of his grandfODB. The shops in the town were closed, the 
Union jack on the Castle was boisted half-mast high, and 
the heUs of theCathedraland the West Chureh toUedsolemaly 
as the procession went its way. The funeral Service waa per- 
fom ed  by the Kev. Mr. Maegregor, o f the West Chureh, in 
the house of the deceased, and in preeence of his mourning 
family and prívate frienda, agrecably te the Scottish cuatom, 
befóte the coflin was laid in the hearse.

W e have already spoken of the recent death of Dr. Robert 
Carrathers, which oceurred on Sunday.theSdth nlt., but a few 
days aftrr the jubileo or demi-centenary commemoration of his 
able editorship at Invemeas. That ímporíant and advanciug 
town, the capital o f the North Scottish Highlanda, is indebted to 
him for just fittyyeais’ public servioeain its local and periodical 
literature, whicíi must have powerfuUy asaisted the social pro­
gresa of the whole community throughout a very wide provincial 
región. The nature of such beneflts, direct and indirect, as 
the mansging proprietor and conductor of a first-class 
country paper is enabled to coníer upon the distriot around 
him, can hardly be appreciated by mera Londoners, as the 
ractropoUtan prese is conducted in a veiy diflerent manner. 
There is, in the provincial press, far greater scope for the

exeteise of that kind of origínallty and individual genius, 
which is allied with strongly marked íeatures inthe moral dia- 
poeition; in other words, fot the imptess'of a characteristic per- 
sonality upon the joumal. The country editor, if he be a 
reolly superior man, becomes a local oounseUor-general, 
monitor, and referee, in poliücal and social affaits, in the 
pursuito of art and knowledge, in the culture of taste and 
inteUigfnce, aud upon queetions of moráis and manuers, 
within the limita of his own competeney to forra an opinión. 
He is known and seen of all meu in his neighbourhood, and 
such was the poeition of l)r. Carruthers duiiug half a century, 
in tbc cenduel o í Ihe In v e r i i e a  C ou rier . He was honoured, In 
Novimter, 1871, wilh a public testimonial in the shape of a 
penrait and a buat of himself, presented at a diiiner attended 
by many gcnílimcn oí influence in that patt of Scoüand. The 
bust was b y  his son-in-law, the late Mr. AleiMider Muuro, a 
Sculptor of ecnsidcrable taliiit.

But this diligent und acoomplished Uterarr acholar made 
himself also known, with a high degree o f  credit among 
Echolars and literary men, by the work he did in other 
quarters, for publishers in Ediiiburgh and in London, and for 
^  English readers. His liíe of Alexandet Pope, with the 
edition of Pope's works issued by Mr. Bohn, h ¿  Ubouts fu 
Chambers' “  Cycloiwdia of English Literature,”  o f which he 
was the editor and princii>al wtiter, with his edition of Boawell’s 
Jobnson’s “ Tour to the Hebrides,”  and many contributions 
to the “ EncyclopecdiaBritennica,”  andto current reviews and 
magazincf, lave gained a very general recognition of his 
merits as a literary biograph er, commentator, and annotator, 
worthy to be ranked, perhap;*, with the late John Forster in 
the sime kind of studies.

Dr. Carruthers therefore owed, in aome meaauro, to his 
leaming and talents, as well as to the chatm of hia exquisito 
genialityand courteay his unafEected kindness, modesty, and 
tranknoss, the personal regard in which howas held by the 
most iamous contemporaty authors. He deserved and enjoyed 
the friendship of Thackeray, of Carlyle, of llogers, of AUau 
Cunningham and hia sons, o f Dougías Jerroli and othení 
whose ñames were far more celcbrated than his own. This 
was duc. we repeat, cqually to the personal merits and to the 
literary attainments of Dr. Carruthers, whose reddence at a 
great dlstance from London, with the íocallsed sphere of his 
work aa a joumalist, might else haré debarred him, to a 
certain extent, írom the society o í rery distinguished men.

But nonc, eren the most insignifleant, oí his acquaintancc, 
■will reírain írcm attesting that it waa a great happiueaa tó 
know so good and plcasant a man; aud we all í e o l  sincere 
regret at his departure from our worid. So it is that now, f  ull 
of yeais and of müd social honours, of sweet domestic remem- 
branccs, of idined and elevated literary exj^ríences, thegeutle 
spirit of Robert Carruthers has passed to his rest. We would 
add one word more in this rein of reflection; it is, that our 
readers may share with us the recoUection of one, tlie late 
Shirley lirooks, whose graceful style and perfect tact formerly 
adomtd the coiumne ot this Joumal, aud who ought, it he liad 
surrived, to have written the present memoir oí his renetated 
frlend. May they both repose in peace I

THE FIRE AT THE SUBLIME PORTE.
The Imperial Palace of Government at Constantmople, as U 
well known, takes itename of “  the Sublime Porte ”  from a 
huge gateway oí marble, leading into the outer and the inner 
quadinugle, around which stand the official residences of the 
hfultan’ s Mlnisters, includiug the Grand Ybsier. There were 
situated witliin the portal in question theMmt.thelnflrmarics, 
the Tkeasury, the Hall of Justice, and otilar edifioes belongmg 
to the oíd quBTter of the Seraglio, such aa tho Chureh of St. 
Irene, built, it is said, by Constantine, and the mcoting-place 
of the Secoud General Council, which the Turks Imvc used 
aa on arsenal. Some of theae ptemiaes have been dertroyed by 
the conflagratiou which broke out on the 23rd ult. at a Teiy 
carly hour of the raoming, aud of which our Special Artist, 
Mr. J. Bell, has supplied an Illustration. ü£ the priuoipíd 
ranga of buildiigs, only tbewings at each extremity icmuiu. 
Of these wings, one was the Grand Vizierate, the other the 
Minl-ity for Foreign Affairs. The whole of the centre build- 
ing, which contained the Ministriesof the Interior, oí Justice, 
and of Public Instructbn, the CounoH of State, the great 
Diván, with their numerous dcpaxtments and offices, was 
conbumed. This consisted oí the basement, the ground 
floor, und two floors above. The lite broke out m the 
Burean dea Procés-Verbaux o í the Council of State, oceu- 
pying the centre of the upper floor; and, notwithstanding 
stone poriiüon-walls, swept rapidly along those interminable 
corridorewhicbtrarersedtho building from end to end. The 
orígin of the fire is uuknown, because all the aportmente are 
put under the care of guardians an hour before sunset, when 
the functionariea Icarc. The bu ild i^  now deatroyed wa* 
built thirty years ago, in the Grand Vizierate of Topal Izzet 
Pasha. Ita outer and partitiou walls and its basement were 
of masonry. Tlie structure it replaced (which also was 
deetroyed by fire) waa wholly of wood.

An earthquake took place at Lisbon last Saturday lüght, 
accompanied by a atetm of wind.

Lord Norton presided on the occasíon of the annual dis- 
tribution oí the prizes on Wednesday to the cbildren of the 
Biitoinghom Blaecoat School.

A  now esplanade, 2000 feet in length, at St. Leonarda-oii- 
Sea was open¿i on Wednesday. This work ettends the pande 
at Hastings and St. Leonards to about threc miles.

Rain fell on Tuesday almost incessantly and hearily over 
the north-east of Scotland. Thunderstorms were experieuced 
in acmé quarters, and in l ’erthshire there was a íaU of snow.

A  maas meetmg was held on Tuesday afternoon on Blakey- 
meor, Blackbum, when a rcsolutlon in favour of relinquisUúig 
thé struggle of the operatives against their employers was 
rejectedby a largo majority, and a most determíned spirit was 
evinetd to continué the resútanoe to a 10 per cent, reduotion.

The Royal Ihamea Yacht Club sailed a Yawls Match oa 
Wednesday, the course being from Lower Hope round the 
Mousc lightship, and back to RosherviUe. Four ressela 
starttd, and a apIenUid race between Juliana, 128 tona, aud 
Cerbande, 152 tona, resulted in the victory of the íormer by 
only ti n secunda.

Among directories receutly issued we have received the 
“  Gas and Water Companies Directory for 1878,”  edited by 
C. W . Hastings, and published by Marous Ward and Co. 
Though only in its second year of publication, thia volume is 
of considerable dimenslons, having been greatly eularged 
since last year, and much cate andlabout have been beatowed 
in its proüuctlcn. The book ia divided Into nine aectiona, and 
the gas and water companits of England, .Scotland, and Walea 
are tabulatcd olphabeticaUy, whilu much incidental iníormation 
of interest and valué is giren.

Yeaterdaj week, st the Haydock Coliierie* of Mesara. Richard 
E »£ ^  £mdCo., scven müea from Wigan, ia Lancashire, aa 
eiploeion took place which MUed about 180 men. The ¿>al- 
nunmg tom ^ m ed  abore, which employs sereral thousand 
han^ altogether. has ita seat of operations near the Earlatown 
Junrtion, on the Mmohester and LÍTerpool section ot the 
I^ndou and North-A\ eatem Rall«-ay. Scattered over the 
vilW e are p w ^ b ly  a dozen pifa which form the Haydock 
ColbOTee; and itwas atone o í these. called the Wood Hta 
that the dteadful disaster of Friday week occurred. The

It is stated 
that ten minutes beíore the aocident the mine had heen 
exammed and pronoimced safe. No powder is allowed to be 
uaed in it, m d  we are not yet informed oí the cause ot the 
disaster. "nie iieighbounng eollieij managers and overseers 
promptly offered their help to Mr. Turton m d Mr. Chadwi^ 
larties of courageoua volunteera, who sought torescueanr 
sumvore below, repeatodly carne up, eaeb time with a fresh 
disappomtment, as they are seen in ono of the Sketches we 
have engraved, reappeating at the top of the shaft, After 
dnntong a mug of tea and eating some bread and meat, thev 
would f^am descend to their generous fask.

THEATRES.
THE POETTCAL DRAMA.

Whitsuntide this year has been inauCTrated by examples of 
managerial activity more ahundant lian  usual. Straugely 
enough, the poetical spirit has apparently animated its dií- 
ferent forma. The Princess’s, in assocáation with Miss Heath, 
has produced a poetical drama called “  RIfinella.”  and, as 
mighthave been eipected from its tiüe, somewhat fairy-like 
in its nature and character. The play has been, we helieve, 
already tried In the provincea hy the eminent actiess we have 
named, and given satisfoction to even an Bdlnburgh audiencc. 
Now, it ia mouuted with costly accessories and scenic illustra- 
tlons highly creditable even to Mr. Julián Hicks, the Hon. 
Lewis Wingfield, M. and Ifadame Alias, and Mrs. Aulph. 
The author of this sylphid comedy, if  we may so ñame it, is a 
Mr. Rose Neil, whose poetio affiaíus ia unquestionable. The
Ílace of his fantastic drama is laid in Schwyz. on the borders of 

rri, in Switzerland; and the efiect of the wild sccnery has been 
enhanced by the employment of means suppíied hy the 
Phospho-Electric Company. In  all the scenes, indeed, every 
aid has been utilised, eveiydetail hasreceived the most minute 
consideration, and thorough-going attention has been paid to 
the beauty and grandeux of the general efiect. We have, 
indeed, a series of excellent pictures, of wliich the manager, 
Mr. Walter Oooch, may he proud. The stoiy ia sufEtciently 
fanciíuL ElfineUa ia not of elfln birth, but is a human heing 
stolen in her iufaney from her mortal parents bythecapricloua 
elvea, w i¿  whom she has lived, at the opening of the drama, 
for twenty-one years. They now, according to the laws of 
fairyland, restore her to her native place, to sufier a prohation 
of as many daya; and here ahe resides for thiee weeka with 
her eistei Lisa. Hans, the hushand of the latter, thinks more 
of his cowB than of íaiiíes, hut ia, at least, patriotic in his 
feelings, and belongs to a band conducted by his nepliew, 
Waldemar. In due time, this valiant leader is destined to be 
loved byElñnella,afact which effectuaUy bars thepossibility of 
the heroine’ s retum to Elfin-Iand. Byher sister Lisa she is 
confitmed in her resoiution “  to surronder her immortality for 
love.”  Her sympathies aro greatly excáted for Waldemar, 
who has been wounded in battle; accordingly, tó her elñn 
sisters, who would recall her to fairyland, she replies in the 
negative with cnergy and decisión. The play suffered in per­
formance from the indiaposition oí Mies Heath, who could 
scarcely support the last two acts; but the beauty of the com- 
position must lecommend it to every lover of the poetic drama. 
Mr. Charles Warner, as the patriotic leader, acted finely, and 
looked superh in the admirable costume selected for the 
character. Any inferiority on the first night wlU be amply 
oompensated by the períected representations of subsequent 
evenings, and the ímproved health of the accompllsbed actress 
who presides at the entertainment.

The poetic and the superaatural prevails in the new drama 
prodnoea at the Lyceum. The piece claims a double author- 
ship—that of Mr. Perey Fitzgerald and Mr. W . G. Wills. By 
the workmanshlp of the hitter the compositiou has be^n 
much benefited, and we could have wxahed that the whole had 
bw n of the same woof and teiture. W e must take it, hqw- 
ever, as it stands. With all its faults, it has counterbalancing 
morite. The new drama is on an oíd subject, as indicated by 
its tiüe, “  Vanderdscken.”  better known as “ The Flying 
Dutchman ”  in the versión of Htzball. The legend eince his 
time has received many acceseious. Finei imaginations have 
been at wotk on the oíd theme. Wagner out of it has made 
an opera and much improved the original fable. A faithful

woman can alone save the desperate mariner from an etemM 
doom of utter wretchedness. Is such self-sacriflce, as implied 
in this wild hope, possihle 1- Mr. WiUs has provided some 
beautiful dialogue, which sustaius the play for the first thrw 
acts; after which it languishes. The opening scene is laid in 
Norway, near the entrtmee of the Chriatiania Fiord, where 
Thekla, a pilot’ s daughter is preparmg for her betrothal with 
Olaf (Mr. Walter Bentley); but her heart ia with the wanderer 
of the sea, who is accursed for having defied the poweis. 
Miss Isabel Bateman supports the character of the enthus^Uo 
maiden, and recites a descriptlve hallad, during which the 
phantom-ship of the legend appears on the ocean, while 
the stenn rages fearfully. In tne next act, tbe scene o£ 
which is a fishing víBage, the spellhound mariner appears m 
the peraon of Mr. Henrj Irving, who at once secu ^  the h e ^  
of the maiden, who reoognises his likeness to a picture which 
had long enthralled her imagination, and which oíd Nüo, the 
pilot (Mr. Fernandez), wishes he had humed years ago. In 
the third act tho scene from a clifí oE a distant view of 
Skagerrack is enchanting, and here Vanderdecken tells to 
Thekla the story of his wanderings, and successfully sohcits 
her to sail with him at night. OlÍTs jealousy is aroused, and 
he seizee on his mysterious rival, whom he hurls from the 
rocks Into the waves. The next act is lesa eiciting. Thekla 
is induced to helieve that Vanderdecken ís dead, nut she is 
found hy the indestructible scaman, and carried off to hm 
phantom-vcssel. Ün the deck the audiencc beholda her mth 
him, while he points to the dlstance, where lies the promised 
land which is destined for the recompense of the maiden’s self- 
sacrifioe. The piece affords hut little scope for acting. 'Wie 
dialogue is ratherintoned thanspoken. Altogether, the suhject 
and incidents are better adapted for opera than for draiaa. 
Music is the more siiitable interpreter of snch a theme; mean- 
while, the poetry of Mr. Wills is an acceptable aubstitute.

OLYMPIC.
The Whit Monday piece at this honse is an oid-íashioned 
melodrama, but is indebted for its plot and persona to one of 
Crabbe’s “  Tales of the Hall,”  in which the fortunes of Dick 
üakley, a poacher (Mr. Henry Neville), aro related. The new 
play ia entiüed “  Love or L iíe?” a domestic drama in thrcc 
acts, by Messrs. Tom Taylor and Paul Mcritt. Richard 
Oakley and his brother John Oakley (Mr. John Billirg- 
ton) are rivals in love for Hester Midhurst (Mrs. Diou 
Boucicault), the daughter of the host of “ TheCrookedBillct,”  
Launce Midhurst (Mr. Flockton); the former a wild, generous 
young fellow addicted to poaching; the latter a qmet, con- 
ventional person. Hester really lores Richard, who gets into 
trouble and into prison. Nevertheless, John refuses to yield, 
and pioposes, on conditlon that Hester will marry himself, to 
save his brother’s life, which he beberes to be forfeit tothe law. 
llester's consent is wanted to the arrangement, and hy 
previous agreement she lays the matter hefore her imprisoned 
lover himself for his decisión. Richard Oakley is KÍzed with 
an impatient desire for life, and, when left alone, giv^ way to 
passionate demonstration, kiiocking at the door of his gaol in 
a State of frantic despair. This soene is acted with great 
piower hy Mr. Neville. Another scene with Heeter, who has 
marrled his brother John, in the last act, ia Iikewise effective. 
Richard has suddenly retumed from a sea voyage, and 
reproaches Hester with her marriage. She naturally dcíends 
herselí, and claims an acquittal from bis compassion, con- 
fessing that, albeit well treated by John, neither he ñor 
herself has been very happy in the unión. Remorsc and 
conscienee render their feheity impossible. John is now the 
keeper for Squire Locfcwood (Mr. Forbes Robertson), and 
shows, indeed, by his conduct that between him and Hester 
there is no períect accordance, notwithstanding appearanccs 
are preserved. Contrary to her counsel, he insista ou doing 
his duty to the squire, and departa to daré an oncounter with 
the poachers hy night. He leceivca his dcatli-wound, but 
returns to he reconmíed with his hrother and his wlfe, anddies 
clasping hoth their hands. Much action and much pathos dis- 
tinguish nearly every scene of the drama, and produce au 
evident effect on pit and gallery. The popularity of the píete 
may be taken for granted.

DVKE’S.
The management commenced a summet’s season on Saturday. 
A new piece was produced, a pastoral drama, called “  láttle 
Cricket,”  hy Mr. James Mortimet. It is in three acts, andhas 
been already performed at the Brighton Theatre, heing an 
adaptation of Madame Sand’s “ La Petito Fadette.”  It 
ia, as the author States in a printed bilí, “ a simple picture of 
French peasant Ufe, transferred from the pages of tho late 
Madame Sand to mimic action on the stage.”  Many, he 
thinks it is probable, will “  flnd scant entertainment iu the 
story oí a poor friendless girl and her village love, her humilia- 
tions, sacrifiees, and final happinesa.”  In these few words the 
adapter has eriticised his own work, and left the professioiial 
revlewer but little to do. The story is well known, and how 
Fanchon (Miss Lydia CoweU) loves an honeet farmer’s son, 
Landry (Mr. Eedmond), who consulto a witch, the grand- 
daughter of Mother Fadette (Mrs. HuaÜey), as to the whete- 
abouta of a sheep he has lost, and which the latter assiaté him 
in flnding. Poetical as well as dramatic effect are aimed at in 
this pretty coroposition The scenery, by Mr. Ellcrman. is 
charming- The new piece was preceded by another of Mr. 
Mortimer's dramas—a oomedietta entltled “ The Tender 
Chord” —in which Misa Maggie Brennan is the principal
