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ABOUTTHECOMPOSER

Robert W. Smith (b. 1958) is one of the most popular
and prolific composers ot concert band and
orchestral literatura in America today. He has over
600 publications in print with the majority composed
and arranged with the C.L. Bamhouse Company and
through his long association with Warner Bros.
Publlications and the Belwin catalog.

Mr. Smith's credits include many compositions and

productions in all areas of the muslo field. His original

works for winds and percussion have been

P programmed by countless mllitary, unlversity. high

school, and middie school bands throughout the

United States, Cafiada, Europe, Australia, South

America and Asia. His Symphony No. 1 (The Divine

Comedy), Symphony No. 2 (The Odyssey) and

Africa: Ceremony, Song and Ritual have received

woridwide critical aceialm. He has reeently

completad Symphony No. 3 (Don Quixote) and the fourth CD recording of his works

for the symphonic band. His educational compositions such as The Tempest,

Encanto, and The Great Locomotive Chase have become standards for developing

bands throughout the worid. His numerous works for orchestras of all leveis are

currently some of themost popular repertoire available today. His music has

received extensiveairplayon major network television as well as inclusién in

multiple motion pictures. From professional ensembles such as the United States

Navy Band and the Atlanta Symphony to school bands and orchestras throughout
the World, his music speaks to audiences in any concert setting.

As a conductor and clinician, Mr. Smith has performed throughout the United
States, Cafiada, Japan, Europe and Australia. He is the principal conductor of the
American Symphonic Winds and the American Festival Philharmonic Orchestra,
professional recording ensembles based in Washington D. C. In addition, he is co-
creator of the Expressions Music Curriculum. This comprehensive Pre-K through 12
music program includes Band Expressions, an innovative new approach lo teaching
music through the band.

Mr. Smith Is the Director of Produot Development and is an exclusive composer for
the C. L. Barnhouse Company and Waiking Frog Records. In addition, he is
currently teaching in the Music Industry program at Troy Unlversity in Troy,
Alabama. His teaching responsibilities are focused in music composition,
producdon, publishing and business.
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PROGRAM NOTES

Symphony No. 3 "Don Quixote" is based on the Cervantes literary ciassic of the same
fiame. ItIsthe sloryofAlonso Ouixano, a fifty year oid ‘lean bodied” and "thin faced™ rural
gentleman from the regién of La Mancha in central Spain. He becomes obsessed with
bccks of (iiivalry, selling many acres of his farm to punchase the volumes. "From littie
sieep and too much reading, his brain dried up and he lost his vnts. He had a fancy... to
turn knight errant and travel through the worid with horse and armor in search of
adventures with the purpose of “redressing all manner of wrongs." Proclaiming himself
‘Don Quixote de La Mancha", he found some oid rusty armor and mounted his oid hack
horse to seek adventures and glory. Riding the roads of Spain, he believes a peasant
gid to be a lady, attacks windmills that are mislaken as giants, and dedicales himself to
rescuing damseis in distress and rghting all wrongs.

The firstmovement, enlitled The Ouesi, is based upon the simple beginning of Ihe story.
After reading a great many t/ivalric tales, a fifty year oid gentleman of La Mancha loses
his sanity. He embarks on his quest, laking up his lance and sword to defend those that
are helpless and destroy those that are evil. He prepares for his adventure by gathering
Sancho Panza, a squire (riding his burro); Rocinante, his trusty steed (a womout horse);
ano Dulcinea de Tobosa, his lady (a poor giri who doesnt know Don Quixote exists).

Don Quixote's unrequiled love and idealization of women provides the inspiratlon for the
second movement entitled Dutcinaa. His passion for his lady and the diivalric ideal is
clearly feit as the work builds to a powerful statement. The composer explores the
Don's loss of mental faculties throughout the entire composition using the sounds of
dissonant metalllc percussion Including chimes cvrd the vibraphone.

The third movement, entitted Sancho and the Windimils, Is insplred by the Don’s
numerous batties that generally ended with the knight falling from his horse in
spectacular fashion. The clanging sounds of rusty armor can be heard as he hits the
ground in every conceivable way. Undetarred, Don Quixote throws himself into the
romantic adventure of knight-errantry. Sancho Panza, his trusted squire atop a burro,
rides alongside the Don and assists the knight at each and eveiy fall. The story
contintes with Don Quixote facing repeated misadventures. He courts disaster along
the way including a battie with windmills that he mistakes for giants. In most situatlons,
the experiences of a man like Don Quixote would appear tragic. He's repeatedly beaten,
chased away, lied to, and misunderstood. In the hands of Cervantes, this series of
disasters and tragedias are comical leading the reader to develop a fond affection for
the hapless character.

The final movement, enlitied The lllumination, is based upon Don Quixote's retum to La
Mancha and sanity. His “illumination™ leads to his renunciation ol chivalry, and finally lo
his death. Although Don Quixote's story and life ends in tragedy, his adventures have
stirred the imaginations ol man for over 400 years. The composer concludes the
symphony in glorious fashion honortng the ideaJistic "Don Quixote" in all of us.

NOTETO CONDUCTOR

The English Horn (opt. Alto Saxophone) and Vibraphone are featured throughout the
movement as they interact with melodic and countermelodic lines. You may wish to
stage the vibraphone near the front of the ensemble to ensure presence and a
eomtortable llstening situation between the two performers.

Please note the double bass cues in the left hand df the piano. If a bass player is nol
available, the piano should be the subsiitute of cholee. | have not cued the Une In the
tuba due to inten/allic and ranga considerations.

The saxophone and muted trombone figures beginning at measure 34 should be very
intense in their shape and articulation as they Interact wi”~ the melody.

The crescendo into measure 59 should be unrelenting. 1 deter to your musicianship
and passion during this very powerful statement. Please note the “Enorme"” indioaied
at measure 67. This entire section should be carefully shaped to ensure growth at 67.

The final dissonant chord in the vibraphone is notaled with a sforzando. Il is intended
to suddenly awaken us from lhe “dream sequence™ we have experienced over lhe
pastlew minutes. Please inlerpretaccordingly.

Symphony No. 3 "Don Ouixote" was composed during the first half of 2007 and
completad on Spanish soil In June of the same year. The piece Is dedieateO to
Agrupado Artistica Musical de Dénia. | am elernally Indebted to this wonderful
musical society and thank them for their very graclous hospitality during my month-
long stay in Denla, Spain, to complete the piece. Forthose that study history. Denla is
the port City that Cervantes landed following his imprisonmentin Algiers. Itwas during
this imprisonment that he began the story of Don Quixote and compisled the epic
following his arrival in Denla. La Mancha, his home, is a shortjourney from Denla. |
wish to offer a very speclal thanks to their talenteO conductor Frank De Vuyst for his
continuing friendship and role in making this piece a reality.

The third ot four movements in Robert W. Smith's
epicwork Don Quixote, the listener istreated to the
comic relief that permeates the entire literary stoiy
line.
